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Preface by the Presidency of the Swiss Accreditation

Dear Reader

In its third year of operation, the Swiss Accreditation Council has
been able to undertake a close examination of institutional accredi-
tation under the Federal Act on Funding and Coordination of the
Swiss Higher Education Sector (HEdA). It made four positive ac-
creditation decisions and allowed a further six further institutions in
the Swiss higher education landscape to enter the process of institu-
tional accreditation. This comes on top of many processes based on
legal frameworks other than HEdA (i.e. some based on former laws,
some pursuant to the Medical Professions Act and some as a su-
pervisory body over the Agency of Accreditation and Quality Assur-
ance (AAQ). You will find details of these on the following pages.

Every procedural report on institutional accreditation is unique and
highlights the development potential of the higher education institu-
tions. The purpose of the stated conditions and recommendations is
to strengthen the specific characteristics of the higher education in-
stitutions and to support the aims of HEdA — promoting the mobility
or participation of university affiliates, for example. The chosen ap-
proach of quality assurance as a holistic system used by the higher
education institution to guarantee and improve the quality of its
teaching, research and services thus proves its worth and, in the
view of the Accreditation Council, should also lie at the centre of the
process for the renewal of institutional accreditation, which it is pre-
paring on behalf of the Swiss Conference of Higher Education Insti-
tutions (SCHE) by the end of 2019 (see p. 2).

The Presidency would like first and foremost to thank all the Council
members for the commitment they have shown over the past year.
In spite of a few changes of personnel — which you can find out
about on page 3 — the Council has been able to ensure continuity.
The current composition of the Accreditation Council is noted for its
diversity, participation and open stance towards the applications
submitted.

The Presidency would also like to thank SCHE, swissuniversities,
AAQ, AHPGS, evalag and FIBAA for a constructive working rela-
tionship.

The Accreditation Council can now devote another year — until the
end of the first four-year mandate cycle — to quality in the Swiss
higher education institution and research system.

Activity report

In 2017, the year under review, the Presidency of the Swiss Accreditation Council (referred to be-
low as Accreditation Council) convened four times; the Accreditation Council convened four meet-
ings. The Accreditation Council also held an additional Day of Reflection.

Decrees, organisational duties and resources of the Swiss Accredi-
tation Council

Regulations

At its meeting on 15.12.2017, the Accreditation Council adopted the expenses policy of the Swiss
Accreditation Council and the AAQ, as well as the regulation on the refund of expenses incurred by
AAQ assessors, and submitted these to the Higher Education Council for approval.

Simplified procedure for the renewal of institutional accreditation

At its meeting on 28.05.2015, the Swiss Conference of Higher Education Institutions instructed the
Swiss Accreditation Council to submit a proposal for a procedure leading to the renewal of institu-
tional accreditation. The Accreditation Council subsequently instructed the Swiss Agency of Ac-
creditation and Quality Assurance (AAQ) to elaborate on the proposal.

On the basis of the report by the AAQ dated 9.12.2016" and the diverse internal discussions, the
Swiss Accreditation Council proposed to start by gathering experience of institutional accreditation
pursuant to HEdA and then — towards the end of the first accreditation cycle (end of 2019) — submit
a proposal.

At the meeting of the Higher Education Council on 19.5.2017, the President of the Accreditation
Council, Prof. J.-M. Rapp, together with Prof. G. Ravano and A. Schuler (members of the Presi-
dency), presented the findings from the first accreditations and a possible approach in which more
emphasis is placed on improvement rather than monitoring after accreditation without conditions?.

In order to pursue this approach and reflect on this matter with due regard for developments in Eu-
rope, the Accreditation Council issued an invitation to the Dutch agency NVAO in order to find out
about the newly implemented approach to quality assurance in the Netherlands - "Appreciative Ap-
proach, a new philosophy to strengthen internal and external quality assurance". The presentation
of the experiences of NVAO took place on the Day of Reflection on 14.12.2017.

Organization of the Swiss Accreditation Council

During the Day of Reflection on 14.12.2017 the Accreditation Council also addressed the issue of
its own quality assurance and led the discussions on the strategic planning of the Swiss Accredita-
tion Council.

Personal resources

Laurent Tschudin (representative of the Union of Students in Switzerland (VSS)) stepped down
from the Accreditation Council at the end of April 2017. The Accreditation Council would like to take
this opportunity to thank Mr L. Tschudin for his valuable contribution over many years to the

accreditation bodies and, more recently, to the Accreditation Council in the interests of quality as-
surance and development in Swiss higher education institutions.

At its meeting on 19.05.2017 the Higher Education Council elected Ms Anna Diehl as a new mem-
ber of the Swiss Accreditation Council. Anna Diehl is a member of the Union of Students in Swit-
zerland (VSS) and thus represents students on the Accreditation Council.

At its meeting on 23 November 2017 the Higher Education Council elected Prof. Stephan Marsch,
President of the Joint Commission of the Swiss Medical Schools and Dean of Studies, Faculty of
Medicine, at the University of Basel as a new member of the Swiss Accreditation Council. The Ac-
creditation Council thus has 19 members.

There was a change in the committee for psychology professions (see also section 3.2 below). Fol-
lowing the resignation of Prof. Reiner Richter (March 2017), the Accreditation Council elected Prof.
Phillip Jaffé to the committee at its meeting on 16 June 2017.

Financial resources

At its meeting on 16.06.2017, the Accreditation Council approved its annual financial statements
and 2016 activity report for the attention of the Swiss Conference of Higher Education Institutions.

At its meeting on 15.12.2017, the Accreditation Council approved its 2019 budget, likewise for the
attention of the Swiss Conference of Higher Education Institutions.

Accreditation pursuant to HEdA (Art. 14 Oreg-SAC)

In its capacity as an accreditation body responsible for making decisions in accordance with the
HEdA, the Accreditation Council is also responsible for making decisions in proceedings involving
repealed legislation such as accreditation according to the University Funding Act (UFundA) and
the Universities of Applied Sciences Act (FHSG) as well as accreditation of medical training pursu-
ant to the Medical Professions Act (MedPA).
